Controlled Burn

There are new regulations for registering your controlled
burn. To register your controlled burn, you must register it first
with the municipality by calling 306-253-4312 or Adrien
Hamoline after hours and weekends at 306-230-1603. Then,
you must Register your Burmn with the Provincial Fire Center at
1-866-404-4911. The Provincial Fire Centre has the ability to see
where a call is coming from and if it's close to a reported
controlled burn. If a passing motorist phones in to report a fire
that you have not registered with the Municipality and the
Provincial Fire Center, we will be forced to fine you 3500. It only
takes a moment to make the call. DO NOT plan any controlled
burns when the wind is blowing!!l The RM of Aberdeen charges
$500 for ALL fire calls that have our Fire Fighters leave the fire
hall. If our fire depariment deems it necessary to call in adjacent
fire fighters from neighboring municipalities, ALL costs and
charges will be forwarded to the perzon responsible for starting
the fire.
